Item 85 – Mark Day reported that he is behind on drafting a proposal on spectral data to send to WG 16 members for comment. He will prepare the proposal in the next 10 days.





Item 86 – Wybo Palstra will prepare a draft within the next 10 days making multi frame general enough for other modules besides MR.





Item 87 – Yaman Aksu will have a proposal on how to fuse monochrome image and color overlay by the September meeting. He will e-mail drafts of a proposal to members before the September meeting.
