3. Report about meeting with WG6.
WG6 discussed supplement 49 at three consecutive days for 2 hours each.
Kees Verduin presented there the status of Supplement 49 as defined by the delegates:

13 meeting by representative of WG16.


· WG 6 agreed to discuss the requested items, and time permitting to start a line by line review of version 32 of the supplement.

· Real World LUT was explained and accepted, David Clunie will propose a more elegant LUT definition.

· Naming of "general" function groups was proposed to change and remove 

· During the meeting a fair amount of editorial and explainatory comments were given, which will be documented in the next version.

· It was concluded that a number of mechanisms would still have to be adapted and restricted , such thet WG6 could review the document during the September meeting (Sept 10-12 in Washington). D.Clunie offered to prepare a proposal for coding of derived images, such that Reference Image Sequence and Reference Planning Sequence would not be both required.

· Dimension Module was reviewed and suggestions for limited use were given to be reviewed by WG16.

· Role of CT WG 21
WG6 insisted at CT would be kept informed, involved and committed.
It was strongly advised that WG21 would meet together or immediately after the meeting of WG16, such that the Ballot Text of suppl 49 (WG16) was completely in line with the Public Comment text of  Suppl 58 (WG21).

· Concatenations , stations and stacks were discussed. 

· The line by line review was started but not finalised.


4. Teleconference decisions:
During the TC's input from WG6 was discussed:

4.1 A next meeting will be held at NEMA in Washington, from August 28 to August 30.

4.2 A quorum will be required to finalize the supplement in that meeting. Members agreed to come to the meeting in sufficient numbers.

4.3 Meeting with WG6 will be on September 10-12 at NEMA. Representation of WG16 will be the editor and some others to be discussed.

4.4 Statement of WG 6 that dimension indices should be unique within a Frame of Reference were discussed, agreed in principle, but is subject to further discussion in WG16.
Kees will prepare a document which describes the rational behind the construction of the header.

4.5 Naming of functional groups will be reviewed with the new version of the supplement.

The minutes of the meeting of May 8-10, in Eindhoven were approved as well as those of Teleconference of May 17.
