For these we made alternative solutions , for which we ask WG6 to decide which of the alternatives should be implemented assuming we do not want to re-ballot.

Those issues are listed here:

8.1 GE comment 1.1 leads to the proposal for changing group 0008,9229 and 0008,9230 into a new group  5200 for Functional Group sequences.

8.2 We will propose two alternative referencing mechanisms for the acquisition created GSPS and ask WG 16 to select the one most in line with future requirements

8.3 We wonder how the will B.5.1.X influence the validity of the Letter Ballot
