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1. Preliminary Events 

Kees Verduin opened the meeting and welcomed the delegates.  Members identified themselves and their employers.  A quorum was present.

2. Implementation Scenario 

Members reviewed a variety of alternative ways to further disseminate information on the committee’s work product.  This involves opportunities for presentations and demonstrations to be given at such venues as CARS, JFR, RSNA, SCAR and SPIE.  Members came to agree that SCAR 2005 would provide a suitable opportunity to do a preliminary demonstration.  This would be followed by a full-blown demonstration at RSNA 2005.  Members agreed that it would be appropriate for Kees Verduin to make a presentation to members of NEMA’s MR Section during its RSNA meeting.  Kees Verduin, chair of WG-16, and Charles Parisot, chair of the Committee to Advance DICOM, will lead these efforts.  

3. Conversion

Members reviewed the process involved in converting to the use of the new MR Object.  They determined that changes in workflow were more appropriate than introducing converters.

4. Testing Efforts: Results and Current Status of the Tool

Members noted that the working group has not moved forward as quickly as had originally been anticipated.  Accordingly, the chair identified four topics for discussion:  

· Status of the tool – David Clunie, the contractor responsible for this effort, gave a detailed review of his activities subsequent to the testing session at SPIE, including the development of CPs. He also reported that the user manual had been updated.  The validater, now, handles both the spectroscopy as well as the images.

· Results of the tests – No tests were performed between the meeting at SPIE and this one.

· Future tests: 

i. David Clunie will prepare an updated list of spectroscopy requirements in the first week of October 2003.

ii. Mark Day will prepare some spectroscopy test cases by the end of October and, with help of Bob Haworth, a test plan by the end of 2003.  These will be distributed to the members of the editorial group.  

iii. David Clunie will provide a revised tool, validater and set of objects around the middle of December 2003.  Members should prepare comments by the end of January.  

iv. David Clunie will provide the final version of all products in early February of 2004.  

v. Members are to prepare test results by the end of February.  

vi. A Tcon will be held in mid-March of 2004.

· Promotion/demonstration:

i. October 20, 2003 – Kees Verduin will collaborate with Joel Chabriais to make a presentation at the JFR in Paris.

ii. December 2003 Kees – Kees Verduin will make a presentation at RSNA as part of a 45-minute session on the new MF object MR, CT, XA.

iii. May 2004 – There is an opportunity to make a presentation at SCAR in Vancouver, BC.

iv. June 2004 – There is an opportunity to present a half-day workshop at CARS in Chicago featuring MR, CT and XA.

v. SCAR 2005 – A preliminary connect-a-thon will be presented.

vi. RSNA 2005 – A full-scale connect-a-thon will be presented.

5. CPs and CT Supplement Comments

David Clunie reviewed each of the new MR CPs, in turn, to obtain comments and approval of the WG-16 members.

WG16 members with David Clunie reviewed Sup58-02 status.  None of the current comments affect MR.

6. Report from the Chair

Kees Verduin reported that a new Ad Hoc Working Group on Non-invasive Cardiovascular Analysis of CT and MR Studies has been established.  Members requested that the secretary add the names of Bob Haworth, Mike Partridge, Yaman Aksu, Mark Day, Kees Verduin and Ron Levin to the distribution list for this new working group.  

Working Group 11 plans to host a special meeting on 3D on Tuesday afternoon, December 2, at RSNA 2003.
