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I. PURPOSE OF TELECONFERENCE
The purpose of the teleconference was to monitor the progress being made on development of use cases and  to discuss WG 11 activities.

II. REVIEW OF USE CASES DOCUMENT
Kevin O’Donnell reviewed his document on use cases along with Doug Sluis’ comments. 

A number of points were made:

-The goal was to have notation which was relatively self-explanatory

-It was decided that “sample data” should be re-named “properties”

This would describe the properties in the object being created

-Separate independent data sets should be in different brackets

It was considered important to keep use cases localized, i.e. 

-acquisition use case

-segmentation use case

-registration use case

-presentation use case

Members agreed that scenarios were needed as a guide to future supplement development to describe the set of IODs which would be created. Doug would look into this area further before the next meeting. 

There was consensus that the document should be able to handle whether the use case was a boundary situation.  A use case template was needed for boundary representation. 

Doug agreed to write up what segmentation use cases should look like. It was stated that CT volume should be defined.  Scott was asked to look into a use case involving CT/PET.

With respect to registration use cases, it was stressed that it would be important to point out if they were registered with the same UID. The use of the descriptor “implicit” was discussed. 

A question was raised as to how much registration information would be desired to store with Manual or Matched Fiducials.  With regard to Fiducial Pairings, it was felt that there must exist a way to specify what the pairings are. This needed to be spelled out. Rob mentioned that it was his understanding that a point would not be called a fiducial. The question was posed however how a cloud of points would be described.

III. NEXT STEPS FOR FURTHER ACTION
It was stated that WG members needed to redo their use cases to adhere to the new formalism of the use cases document Kevin had developed. Kevin agreed to take another pass and to re-format the document based on discussions in the teleconference. Presentation use cases and registration use cases needed additional work. 

Doug asked WG members to give Kevin additional input to assist him in doing another iteration on the document. However, WG members would need to add the specifics of their own use cases. Kevin asked for input by no later than the close of business on Monday, June 25, 2001. Rob urged Kevin to fully use notes to explain each specific section where needed to make clear what the intent of each portion of the document was.

IV. TIME AND PLACE OF NEXT MEETING
A teleconference was tentatively scheduled for Tuesday, July 17,  2001 at 12:00 noon EDT.
