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I. PURPOSE OF TELECONFERENCE
The purposes of the teleconference were to discuss preparation of Supplement 63 for presentation to WG 6 at the June 14, 2004 WG 6 meeting, review of edits and discussion of Rob Rohling’s corrections to Supplement 63, and review of Dave McNamara’s Change Proposal to Supplement 73.

II. PRESENTATION TO WG 6
The appropriate format of the presentation to WG 6 was discussed.  Doug advised that a powerpoint presentation was unnecessary. WG 6, he stated, had already been present for several reviews of the document.  He cautioned that WG 17 should be prepared to defend use cases, and should come in with a set of use cases which would be beyond the capability of Supplement 49 to handle. Use cases pertaining to 3D and 4D tissue volume were mentioned as examples

III. DISCUSSION OF OPEN ISSUES FOR PUBLIC COMMENT
Open Issues for Supplement 63 were reviewed.  It was agreed that Issues #1 and # 2 should be left as open issues. Issue # 3 should be removed. 

      III. (Cont’d.)

Issue # 4 Use of ND Data was deemed to be a significant change. However, it was stated that no negative comments had been received from the toolkit side, and there was no fundamental reason why it would not work.

Issue # 5 Interleaving of stored values was said to be analogous to RGB, (interleaved channels). It was agreed that rewording was needed. Mention of


      a preferred approach to spatial mapping uncertainty was to be removed, as 


      was the designation of three defined approaches. Fixed Little Endian should


      be deemed acceptable. 

Issue # 6 Data Sample Concepts was stated to be related to Presentation

State. It was acknowledged that both WG 11 and WG 17 have works in progress to address Presentation State. Important questions were raised as to


       what presentation features are most important and which ones should

                   be supported by Supplement 63.



Issue # 7 Generic Imaged Properties should be retained as an open issue.

Issue # 8 Modality (domain) independent generic IODs  should be retained           

                    as an open issue but needed rewording.



Issue # 9 Treatment of Spatially indexed vectors and tensors should be


         left in the Supplement as an open issue, but the questions raised whether


         these constraints were needed or were clear should be deleted.



Issue # 10 Improvement of nomenclature of the ND concepts should

                     should be retained as an open issue.



Issue # 11 Use cases covered by examples, their clarity and sufficiency,


        Should remain as an open issue.



Issue # 12 Streaming Model should remain as an open issue.



Issue # 13 Content aggregation should be removed as an open issue.



Issue # 14 Phase Mapping Macro should be removed as an open issue.


 
Various parts of the Supplement were then reviewed. It was agreed that


 Section X.1.5.2 Storage Encodings needed to be cleaned up. Reference to the two


Methods, i.e. Component Array Based Encoding, and Stored Valued Based

 
Encoding should be deleted and examples used instead. This section should be


incorporated into a white paper and placed on the WG 17 ftp site, but should not


be part of Supplement 63. Doug agreed to re-word Sections X.1.5.2 and X.1.5.3.

    III. (Cont’d.)

Examples were then discussed. The objects it was stated needed to be updated and re-sent. Dave agreed to work on these examples and try to complete


them by next week. The question whether the Encoding examples was sufficient

should be placed under Open Issues. Doug explained that at the WG 6 meeting WG 17 members should go through the examples and open issues. 


For ND Content Descriptor Macro, C.7.6.X.2, it was stated that Frame of

Reference Transformation Matrix Type should be deleted. For Frame of Reference Transformation Matrix, a sentence should be added to the attribute

description stating that this transformation matrix is rigid.

IV. SUPPLEMENT 73 – CHANGE PROPOSAL
Dave McNamara reviewed the work he had done on the Change Proposal.


The changes made included:



-Shape Type defines the geometric interpretation of the Contour 


Data and Graphic Data..



-Point was re-defined and was defined as a triplet in the case of

              spatial data or a pair in the case of graphic data. 


Rich Eaton was asked to find out how a number would be assigned to the 

Change Proposal, and whether the CP needed to be presented or if it could simply

be sent into WG 6 for their review.

V. NEXT STEPS FOR FURTHER ACTION
Next steps for further action were identified:

-Clean up Supplement 63, and include Doug Sluis’ input

-Review next version of Supplement by e-mail if possible,

but call a teleconference if needed if agreement cannot

be reached by exchange of e-mail

        

Rich Eaton explained that SCAR News had been contacted with


regard to publishing an article on the planned DICOM Demonstration at


SPIE 2005. The intent would be to have the article included in the Fall issue.


It was decided that any decision to go forward should await the results of the WG 


6 meeting, since the Demonstration should probably not proceed if Supplement 63


was not approved by WG 6 to go out for public comment.  

VI. TIME AND PLACE OF NEXT MEETING
A teleconference would be held within the next few weeks if needed to


agree upon the version of Supplement 63 to be sent to WG 6. Otherwise, WG 17


would meet at NEMA on June 14-16, 2004.
