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I. PURPOSE OF TELECONFERENCE
The purpose of the teleconference was to discuss WG 6 views on changes to Supplement 63, Multi-Dimensional Interchange, as expressed at the WG 6 meeting on January 10, 2005, and to develop responses to resolve outstanding issues on the Supplement, and decide if a meeting is needed at SPIE 2005 to resolve these issues.

II. REVIEW OF DISCUSSIONS AT WG 6 MEETING
It was stated that WG 6 did not want to actually hold data in Supplement 63, but instead to make reference to it.  Segmented data would be stored in another IOD instance, such as secondary capture.  WG 6, it was stated, wanted WG 17 to come up with one object for carrying payload, and Supplement 63 would be used to organize it. 

It was also related that WG 6 wanted  Supplement 63 and 43 combined and discussed together, and not sequentially. However, it was felt that it would be too complex to talk about both Supplement 63 and 43 at the same time. A problem was cited in that Supplement 43 did not deal with areas such as M-mode and presentation state.

II.(Cont’d.)



It was agreed that members should review the public comment version of Supplement 63.  Care should be taken that the door was not closed to have data incorporated into the Supplement 63 framework.

III. NEXT STEPS FOR FURTHER ACTION
WG 17 members agreed that referencing data in other IODs should be made optional in Supplement 63. This point would be urged upon WG 6.

Scott agreed to edit the Supplement again in accordance with this discussion for presentation to WG 6 at tomorrow’s meeting. If possible, the edited version would be first sent out to WG 17 members this evening for comments. Scott would then edit the document per the comments and present it at the meeting tomorrow morning.

IV. TIME AND PLACE OF NEXT MEETING
The next meeting was scheduled as a joint meeting with WG 12 at SPIE in San Diego, California, on Monday, February 14, 2005. After the WG 6 meeting on January 12, it would be decided whether a separate WG 17 meeting would be held at SPIE on Wednesday, February 16, 2005.

V. ADJOURNMENT
