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I. PURPOSE OF TELECONFERENCE
The purpose of the teleconference was to review the comments on Supplements 111 and 112, development of polygonal segmentation relating to dentistry implants.

II. POLYGONAL SEGMENTATION DISCUSSION
Polygonal Representation for Segmentation was discussed.  It was thought this would be of interest to orthopedists for prostheses as well as dentists for use regarding implants. There was also discussion of the activities of Michael Sandow, MD.

The WG members agreed that only one Segmentation IOD should be developed by WG 17. Harry cautioned that the WG should not delve into use case-specific IODs. It was hoped that possibly this IOD might be ready for a first read by the time of RSNA.

III. COMMENTS ON SUPPLEMENT 112
Comments on Supplement 112 were reviewed.  Scott had made a number of edits based on the comments which had been submitted with the ballots. It was agreed that pre and post Deformation attribute would be made conditional. Scott agreed to make the labels clearer for the figure in Section 17.  Changes were made to Sections 0. 4, 0.5 among others.

   III. (Cont’d.)

Scott agreed to make changes to the Supplement and put them on the FTP site under the WG 17 directory. Scott asked everyone who had comments to send them to him, so that he could present the comments to WG 6 on August 21, 2006.

IV. COMMENTS ON SUPPLEMENT 111
  With regard to changing the name of the attribute from Segmentation Number to Reference Frame Sub-Set ID, it was decided that this proposed change should be discussed by WG 6.  There was consensus that the stack concept for the purpose of grouping the frames for a single segment was unnecessary, and was opposed by the WG. The WG also agreed not to adopt multi- segment masks; every segment should have its own mask. 

V. NEXT STEPS FOR FURTHER ACTION
Scott agreed to put all the edits in place for the Supplement. He agreed to post a file with comments which were submitted and his own responses. Members of the WG were urged to review this file. There would be no follow up teleconference unless during members’ review controversial issues arise.
