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I. REVIEW OF PREVIOUS MINUTES
The minutes of the July 21, 2006 teleconference were approved as distributed.

II. REPORT ON WG 11 MEETING ON PRESENTATION STATE
The meeting of WG 11 and WG 17 members regarding the discussion of presentation state was considered. It was stated that there was no standard way for display of 3D at this time. WG 11 was seeking a champion for presentation state to move this effort forward. It was felt that if Polygonal Segmentation could be moved ahead this would be of benefit to WG 11.

III. REVIEW OF POLYGONAL SEGMENTATION STORAGE SOP CLASS
The October 12, 2006 draft of Polygonal Segmentation Storage SOP Class was reviewed.

    III. (Cont’d.)

Open issues included:



-Question was raised if Polygonal Segmentation IOD Entity Relationship Model



was a kind of image, or more like a waveform. If this were not a type of image in 



Entity Relationship model, could it be characterized as an instance ?



-Must IOD Content Constraints be specified ? – WG felt they did not need to be



specified.



-Should General Anatomy Macro be mandatory ? What about Template 



applications ?



-Is there a need to specify a new Baseline Context ID, including orthopaedic 



templates ?

It was decided to add Line, Line Segment, Point, Triangle, Triangle Strip and Fan


to Polygonal Primitive Type attributes. A question was raised whether the list of 


Polygonal Primitive Type include N-dimensional polygons, that is, presentation usage,


center of rotation, axis definition and annotation applications.



Other points made, included:



-A workflow to show how the object is used would be helpful.



-It was advised that members should look at OCT for examples.



(OCT is like CT working in optical frequency).



A break was taken at 10:20 a.m. and the meeting began again at 10:35 a.m.

IV. NEXT STEPS FOR FURTHER ACTION
Next steps were identified, including:

-Scott agreed to make a few edits and try to develop use cases.

-It was suggested that use cases, such as cardiac, dental and orthopedic,

could be placed in the Scope an Field of Application in the Supplement.

- The new version of the Supplement would be posted on the ftp site.

-Rob urged that the WG make sure that the “right” distribution be made for

the purpose of public comment to ensure that those who deal with surfaces are appropriately involved.

V. TIME AND PLACE OF NEXT MEETING

It was stated that WG 6 would meet from January 22-26, 2007 at NEMA. Members felt that depending on WG 6’s reaction, a meeting or conference call would be held to address any comments or questions on the part of WG 6.
