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1.	APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES


	


	The minutes of the September 11 - 13, 2000 WG 20 meeting were reviewed. Under Section 10, “Document Oncology Report” should be “Document Ontology Report”. The minutes were then approved as amended.























2.	IHE REPORT





	Andrei Leontiev provided an update on IHE. He reported that the year 2 was a quantum leap as described at the last II SIG/WG 20 meeting. For the year 3 it will be a year for correcting problems found in year 2 with minor updates. They intend to stay with HL7 V2.3 and to clean up on the messages. Also, they will add additional SR templates. Two DICOM templates are completed: Key image notes and Generic diagnostic image report - the measurement part is still not complete. They will incorporate the imaging segment that II SIG/WG 20 is working on. They also are considering doing a clinical report. David Feinberg stated that IHE and ACR should take note of the work that a joint HL7/X12 working group had done in response to the HIPAA requirement that claims attachments done electronically be one way. The HL7/X12 working group developed the architecture of the messages and the LOINC codes to be use.





	The schedule of IHE for this year is a meeting in Chicago January 16 - 19, a meeting in Chicago at the end of March, a workshop the end of April and a workshop sometime in July.





3.	V2.X IMAGING INFORMATION SEGMENT PROPOSAL  


		


	Members discussed the comments made by Andrei Leontiev, Steve Moore, Helmut Koenig, and Dave Clunie on the Imaging Information Segment (IIS) Definition draft for HL7V2.x and incorporated a number of changes. Discussed was where the segment would be used. It was decided that its use would be in communication between Imaging Department Information Systems. Revisions included adding OMG Trigger 19, adding introductory text, changing some of the data types, a change to keep the DICOM names, and the inclusion at the back of the document of the DICOM Modality List. Andrei Leontiev added a section on hierarchy of Accession Number. The motion was made that the IISIG/ WG 20 accept the changes made by Andrei Leontiev to explain accession number and the chart he proposed and to forward the revised Imaging Information Segment Definition draft to Orders and Observtions for inclusion in V2.x. The motion passed unanimously..





4.	JOINT MEETING WITH STRUCTURED DOCUMENTS





	Before the meeting with Structured Documents Alfredo Triado-Ramos gave a presentation on DICOM SR IOD-based UML representation. Bob Dolan, Co-Chair of  Structured Documents, suggested for document transformation that a new attribute be added for transform for the SR document. This would allow a SR report to be transformed into a CDA document. A motion was made to propose to add a new attribute to the CDA document. The motion passed with 14 for, 0 against, and 2 abstentions.





	Alfredo Triado-Ramos gave a review of Structured Reporting (Supplement 23). The types of SR are Basic, Enhanced, and Advanced. Fred Behlen proposed a workshop on how to use the tools of XML for SR. Discussed also was the need to have the Region of Interest in the RIM. Calvin Beebe agreed to work on this from the HL7 side and Harry Solomon agreed to work from the DICOM side. It was suggested to get some use cases together first. 


5.	JOINT MEETING WITH STRUCTURED DOCUMENTS AND ORDERS/OBSERVATIONS





	Discussed was document transformation (e.g. from DICOM SR to CDA) as follows:





a) Adding a new vocabulary - A vote on this resulted in 25 for, 0 against, and 13 abstentions


b) Pointing to a “region of interest” of an image - A series of use cases will be built and then it will be brought forward as a RIM proposal. The process will be:


	-use case analysis


	-study relevant standards


	-model in RIM


	-determine how to represent in XML


c) Human Language attribute - add Language attribute in act context class





6.	JOINT MEETING WITH TC 215 TASK FORCE DICOM LIAISON





	Nicholas Brown reported on the recent activities of the TC 215 Task Force DICOM Liaison and WG 2 of  TC 215. He stated that some DICOM members were complaining of not being informed of the work of the Task Force and WG 2. He stressed the need for official representation by DICOM on these groups that they can have through the Type A liaison with TC 215. DICOM members are welcome to be on the groups but they need to make official application through the secretariat of TC 215. 





	Nicholas Brown expressed his appreciation for the comments made by David Clunie and other DICOM members on the draft Task Force Report - Access to Medical Digital Images by End-users. The report will be presented at the meeting of TC 215 to be held March 29 - 30, 2001. It recommends that TC 215 investigate the needs for medical descriptive data applicable to medical digital images intended for delivery to end users implied by the current work in TC 215 WG 2 relating to key characteristics for Interoperability and compatibility in messaging and communications standards. It is thought that this could be done using its liaison with ISO/IEC JTC1 (probably via JTC 1 WG 1 and WG 11).





	Ed Hammond reviewed WG 2 activities. They meet four times a year and will next meet in March in Seoul, Korea. They presently have three groups as follows:





a) Architecture


Project - Information flows


Status - Tech report





b) Medical Devices


Project - Advance CEN work


Status - 6 standards are being advanced











c) Methodology


Project - Message development frame work





7.	JOINT MEETING WITH ORDERS/OBSERVATIONS





	Al Figler presented the proposed Imaging Information Segment (IIS) Definitions and explained its need for imaging. The suggestion was made to make this a separate message. A straw poll was taken that this is the right approach. The poll indicated 12 in favor, 0 against, and 9 abstentions. A formal vote will be taken at the Orders/Observations meeting held during the  next HL7 meeting. Al Figler requested feed back on the proposal.





	Al Figler made a motion that the direction of feeding in the DICOM attributes was correct. The motion passed with 17 for, 0 against, and 6 abstentions.





8.	DICOM TO HL7 V3 RIM MAPPING





	Members reviewed the draft DICOM to HL7 V3 RIM Mapping and provided comments to Al Figler. Comments included adding imaging service request, adding SOP Instance UID in the image, removing Physicians(s) Reading Study, removing Acquisition Number, changing Image Date to Content Date and Image Time to Content Time, and providing scenarios.
