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1. Introductions and Agenda Review
Meeting participants identified themselves and their employers.  Small changes in the agenda were arranged to accommodate travel requirements and to reduce the number of scheduling conflicts for discussion leaders.  Dr. Behlen announced that Ron Parker, the Group’s RIM facilitator, has taken a new position and is no longer able to assist members of the IISIG/WG-20.

2. Approval of Previous Minutes

While reviewing the minutes of the May 7 – 9, 2001 meeting, one participant noted that he was not present at the meeting, but he had not been listed as absent.  The secretary reminded participants that only companies, organizations or agencies are members of DICOM’s Working Group Twenty.  While the individual was not present, his employer was represented by another individual who was present.  In view of that situation, the minutes were approved as presented.

3. Election of Additional Co-chair

An election was conducted by HL7 to fill the expiring co-chair position currently held by Fred Behlen.  Dr. Behlen was re-elected for an additional two-year term.  Members will recall that Martin Kernberg and Herman Oolsterwijk were also elected as co-chairs of the HL7 IISIG at the May meeting.  

4. Image Order Message (OMI)
Dr. Behlen reminded participants that to meet the needs of IHE, a new segment “IIS” was proposed for the HL7 orders message.  At the January-2001 meeting, the proposal was discussed and approved by IISIG/WG20 and taken to the HL7 Orders & Observations Technical Committee.  There, it was tabled pending further discussion.  Since then, details have been worked out in two conference calls and a joint meeting.  Basic agreement has been reached, and a vote was planned at the O&O TC May-2001 meeting, occurring concurrent with this IISIG/WG20 meeting.  Andrei Leontiev represented the IISIG at the O&O Technical Committee and returned with comments and suggestions made by Orders & Observations TC in regard to Proposal 23 that is concerned with adding new order message (OMI) to communicate information between RIS and PACS.  This new message will have a simplified structure (less segments) and will have a new segment to convey imaging specific information.  Members of the O&O TC suggested a number of changes to be made in the proposal.  In particular, they wanted to see a better explanation of Accession Number role and more descriptive definitions of most fields in the IIS segment.  It also made suggestions on some data fields.  

Andrei Leontiev briefed participants on the modifications that were made in response to the suggestions from O & O.  Participants, then, engaged in a line-by-line review and refinement of the document.  Ultimately, participants voted unanimously to approve the document for resubmission to the O&O TC.

5. IHE Storyboards

Co-Chair Fred Behlen directed participants’ attention to the file named “storyboards_draftV01.doc” that had been prepared by Helmut Koenig of Siemens.  Referring to this file, Mr. Koenig led a discussion of that document.  Topics covered included:

· Imaging Orders

· Order Status

· Results (Event)

· Imaging Characteristics

· Various Application Roles

· Mapping of IHE Transactions

Several specific examples were discussed.  These included:

· Imaging order placer sends new imaging order message to the imaging order filler

· Modification of existing imaging order (imaging order placer sends unsolicited notification to imaging order filler)

· Query imaging order status

· Deferred notification of imaging order placer about modification of existing order initiated by order filler
· Unsolicited notification of imaging order placer about imaging order statuses
· Unsolicited notification of imaging procedures
· Distribution / export of results (Results Distribution)
· Imaging order filler informs image manager of ordered imaging procedures (active orders). Imaging scheduling data has been added.
· Image manager informs report manager of completed imaging procedure(s)
· Modification of existing scheduled imaging order (imaging order filler sends unsolicited notification to image manager and/or report manager)
Participants conducted a detailed, line-by-line review of the document and modified it as appropriate.  

6. Joint Meeting with HL7 Structured Documents Technical Committee

Fred Behlen presented a brief review of his September 25, 2001 draft document titled “HL7 Referenced Coordinates in Images and Other Data Sets.” (File name = <HL7 Referenced Coordinates.00.doc>)  A significant fraction of the discussion was focused upon defining terms in the RIM Representation.  Recommended changes were captured in a revised file called <HL7 Referenced Coordinates.01.doc>.  Additional discussions will be needed to get a proposal together for the harmonization meeting in late November.  Fred Behlen will post a revised proposal on the IISIG/WG-20 listserv and work with Robert Dolin to prepare a RIM proposal.

7. Unified Graphical Representation of HL7 and Dicom Structured Reports

Martin Kernberg noted that a unified representation of HL7 and DICOM structured reports (SR) can be advanced by utilizing a graphical modeling language (based on standard SGML/XML “Elm Tree” notation) that: 

· Permits equal access by health professionals and programmers, 

· Is governed by the Clinical Document Architecture (Level One) of HL7 and Supplement 23 of the DICOM standard, 
· Can be represented by ubiquitous computer-based software to facilitate development, and 
· Utilizes a small (<6) set of symbols. 
Template definition is developed for clinical reporting in terms of two interrelated fundamental templates: (1) clinical information and (2) procedures (including imaging, intervention, minimally invasive surgery, and surgery).
Dr. Kernberg, then, reviewed the significant progress that has been achieved in developing reporting templates for Information and for Intervention.  This information will be developed into a white paper that gets posted on the HL7 website and will, eventually, provide the basis for structured reporting.  Databases, schemas and software tools for modeling are the ultimate goals of this effort. The first draft of the white paper will be discussed during a forthcoming conference call. 

8. User Defined Table 0396 – Coding System

Fred Behlen led a discussion of changes needed in the above-named table that appears in Version 2.4 of the RIM.  Participants voted to approve these changes in anticipation of their submission to the Orders and Observations Technical Committee.

9. DICOM-HL7 Datatype Mapping

Fred Behlen reviewed a chart (File name = <DICOM to HL7 data types1.doc>) that had been assembled by some IBM employees in Haifa for use in comparing the various DICOM and HL7 data types.  For example, DICOM’s Integer String (IS) compares to an Integer Number in HL7, but a conversion function is needed.  Likewise, DICOM’s Date Time (DT) compares to HL7’s Point in Time (TS).  The revised document will be posted to the HL7/WG-20 listserv to obtain additional comments.  

10. Procedure RMIM 

Fred Behlen presented a Visio chart (File name = <DICOM Mapping.01.vsd>) that he had developed in conjunction with Gunter Schadow to display some of the relationships among the various components of a refined message information model (RMIM).  This was reviewed and discussed, but no specific action was taken.

11. Security Issues

Glen Marshall of Siemens Corporation reviewed the status of security related issues within ASTM, DICOM, HL7 and NEMA.  In view of forthcoming HIPAA regulations, Mr. Marshall believes that all of these groups need to be working together to assure that their respected standards do not conflict with one another.  He hopes that all of these groups (and possibly the industry Workgroup for Electronic Data Interchange) would be willing to designate some representatives who could work together on harmonizing these efforts.  He offered to help get it organized.  

12. New Business

No new business was brought forward at this meeting.

13. Next Meeting

The next face-to-face meeting of WG-20/HL7-IISIG will be held from January 9 - 11, 2002 in San Diego, California.  That meeting will begin at 1:45 PM on Wednesday and end at 5:00 PM on Friday.  

In the meantime, two conference calls have been scheduled – November 8 and December 6 at 10 AM EST.  Both calls will be enhanced with WebEx.
